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FACT SHEET

WHAT IS THIS EXHIBIT?

It is a 2,000 square foot, multi-media traveling exhibit which
chronicles the friendship of two Polish boys, Karol Wojtyla and Jerzy
Kluger, and how that friendship changed the world. Karol Wojtyla
grew up to become Pope John Paul II and his close friend, Jerzy
Kluger, became his personal emissary to the State of Israel. Together
they laid the groundwork for an historic reconciliation between the
Catholic and Jewish faiths. These two friends, in unique positions on
the world stage, shattered the chain of 2,000 years of painful history
between Catholics and Jews. This exhibit was created and produced
by Xavier University, Hillel Jewish Student Center and the Shtetl
Foundation with lead financial sponsors: The Jewish Foundation of
Cincinnati and Xavier University.

WHAT Do VISITORS SEE?

The exhibit consists of mural-sized photographs, artifacts, videos

and historic documents that put visitors into the time and place of
each section. The exhibit is divided into four major areas. The first
section centers around Wadowice, Poland, where Karol grew up in an
apartment owned by a Jewish family. One of his closest friends was
Jerzy Kluger, whose father was the head of the Jewish community in
that town. The second section deals with the years of the Holocaust
and World War II. Karol began his university studies underground

and Jerzy and his family were deported to concentration camps. The
third section traces Karol’s rise from priest to bishop to cardinal; Jerzy
miraculously survives the camps but his entire family is killed. The two
friends reunite after the war. The fourth section celebrates the papacy
of Pope John Paul II as he and Jerzy Kluger together begin the healing

between their two faiths.
